Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance

Mr. Wilson called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m. and asked those in attendance to recite the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Amend and/or Adopt Agenda

Ms. Wilson made a motion to adopt the agenda, as presented. Mr. Payne seconded; the vote was
unanimous.

Reports of School and Organization Representatives

Superintendent’s Reports: Superintendent Bennett said CHS and RA students would be touring TU and
other colleges in the coming weeks. Superintendent Bennett introduced Mr. Scott Gardner, CCSC
Transportation Director. Mr. Gardner updated current programs for CCR and the Work Ethic
Certification Program. He said the goal is to make sure graduates are successful when they leave school.
He said 30 seniors were committed to the program and will get recognition at graduation if they complete
it. Mr. Gardner discussed the upcoming Manufacturing Day. He said 120 students will visit companies
such as American Fuji Seal, idX Corporation and Ivy Tech’s Perkins Technology Center. Superintendent
Bennett updated the Board on school letter grades saying the Corporation grade was still embargoed.
Superintendent Bennett noted that CCSC is about 20 % transient and reminded the Board she had
provided the class size numbers for Renaissance Academy. Mr. Wilson noted that he was upset about the
RA numbers and said they needed to be higher. Superintendent Bennett gave the Board new information
about the proposed overseas trip. She noted Ms. Clere would be back in November to present more
details. Superintendent Bennett told the Board that CCSC would be represented in the parade at
ClarkFEST on Saturday. Ms. Nikolette Langdon, CCSC Information Specialist, said the CHS and RA
Key Clubs would also have volunteers to work booths.
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Comments
C. E. A. Communications: Ms. Janet Wagner, C.E.A. President, said she enjoyed the presentation from

Mr. Gardner. She said soft skills can benefit every grade level. She noted that the C.E.A. is currently in
negotiations and hopes to have a tentative agreement by Friday.

Comments from Board Members: Mr. Wilson reminded other Board Members about the ISBA Regional
Meeting later that evening.

Probation/CCSC Partnership

Upon Superintendent Bennett’s recommendation, Ms. Hauber made a motion to approve the partnership
with Probation and CCSC, as presented by Clark County Circuit Court #4 J udge Vicki Carmichael. Ms.
Wilson seconded; the vote was unanimous. The probation officer will be full time and will be stationed at
Clarksville High School.

Personnel

Upon Superintendent Bennett’s recommendation, Mr. Payne made a motion to approve the Certified,
Classified and Extra-Duty and/or Volunteer Personnel Report as presented. Ms. Hauber seconded; the
vote was unanimous.

NEOLA Board Policy

Upon Superintendent Bennett’s recommendation, Ms. Hauber made a motion to approve the updates and
new NEOLA Board Policies, as presented. Ms. Wilson seconded; the vote was unanimous.

Football Naming Facility Committee

Board President Bill Wilson reminded the Board about the presentation from Mr. Nick Wilson and the
request to name certain facilities after two former coaches. He said Board policy required a committee to
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be named. Mr. Wilson suggested Ms. Wanda Holdaway be named Chairman and Mandy Lilly, Adrienne
Goldman, Chris Keeler and Doug Fisher be named members. Ms. Wilson made a motion to approve the

naming of the members of the committee. Mr. Payne seconded; the vote was unanimous.
