Program Guidelines & Priorities:   
* Open to any graduating senior who identifies as lesbian, gay, bisexual, or transgender. 
* Applicants should have a record of volunteerism in the community in both, non-school 
sponsored activities, and participation in extracurricular school activities.  
* Applicants must plan to attend a two (2)-year community college or four (4)-year college or 
university. 
* Scholarship funds will be paid to the awardee in June.  
* Amount of scholarship will be determined in April, with a minimum of $250 per award. 
* Application will consist of following components: 
 - Application/Statement (this document) 

- Essay (can be attached to this document) 

- two (2) letters of Recommendation (scanned and attached to submission) 

* Applications must be received no later than 11:59pm on March 1, 2020. Late applications will 
not be accepted.
